The week of the SUMA convention saw two provincial
announcements regarding housing programs. The first
program, "HeadStart Equity Builder Program" is a
commitment from eight of Saskatchewan's credit unions to
invest up to $10 million towards down payment assistance
to support first-time home buyers. This program builds on
the pre-existing HeadStart on a Home. To see the original
press release, visit this site.

The second program is an enhancement of the
Encouraging Community Housing Options (ECHO)
program. This program is providing $400,000 in first come,
first served funding to local governments. ECHO funds are
designed to support the development and implementation
of local or regional housing plans. Applicants must include
a population of at least 2,500 (individually or regionally)
and have an OCP completed or underway. $20,000 is
available to support development of a housing plan (local
governments must match) and $10,000 to implement
strategies from the plan. Please see the press release here.
