BYLAW NO. 470-06
A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF WHITE CITY WITH RESPECT TO FIRE PREVENTION AND BURNING IN THE TOWN OF WHITE CITY
The Council of the Town of White City in the Province of Saskatchewan

enacts as follows:

1. Open air fires


1)
No person shall start an open air fire within the Town unless 


that person has obtained a permit authorizing such a fire from 

the Town of White City, with notification to the White City Fire 

Department, as per Schedule A.

2)
The permit shall be in a form approved by the Town of White 

City.



3)
Notwithstanding sentence 1), a permit shall not be required for 

an open air fire where:



a)
the open air fire is  in a fireplace, grill, or 




barbeque; or



b)
a recreational fire pit other than those mentioned in 



clause a) and the following measures are taken to limit 


the spread of fire:



i)
the fire is contained in a non-combustible 




receptacle constructed of concrete, clay, brick, or 



sheet metal;




ii)
there is sufficient clear space between the fire, 




combustibles and adjacent buildings; and




iii)
the fuel used for the open fire is charcoal, cut 




 wood, or manufactured fire logs.


4)
No person shall burn the following materials is an open fire, 


regardless of whether or not the person has obtained a permit:
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a)
waste including rubbish, slimes, tailings, garbage, 



garden refuse, or leaves;



b)
any material classified by the Town of White City 



as a hazardous material or dangerous good;



c)
any material that generates black smoke or an offensive 


odour when burned including, but not limited to, 



insulation from electrical wiring, rubber tires, asphalt 



shingles, hydrocarbons, plastics, and lumber treated with 


wood preservatives.


5)
All open fires shall be supervised regardless of whether or not a 

person has obtained a permit.


6)
If smoke from an open fire causes an unreasonable 



interference with the use and enjoyment of another person’s 


property, the fire shall be extinguished immediately.


7)
Where requested by the Town of White City or a peace 


officer, a person shall extinguish an open air fire.
2.
Penalty Provisions



(a)  No person shall:




i)   fail to comply with a request under sub paragraph 1(7);



ii)   obstruct or interfere with any Designated Officer or 


     any other person acting under the authority of this 



     Bylaw; or



iii)  fail to comply with any other provision of this Bylaw.


(b)  The Town provides that:




i)  a fine of $100.00 may be imposed for a first offence




    under this Bylaw.



          ii)  a fine of $200.00 may be imposed for a second and




    subsequent offences under this Bylaw.



         iii)  the Town will record offences committed under this




    Bylaw and give notice at the time of service of the




    Notice of Offence of intent to pursue a penalty under




    subparagraph ii) as a second or subsequent offence;
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         iv)  the fine may be voluntarily paid within 10 days of 




     service of the Summons Ticket.




v)  the provisions of the Summary Offences Procedures 




     Act. 1990 (Saskatchewan) and Regulations thereto




     shall apply to enforcement.
3.
This bylaw shall come in force upon third reading.

· Burning of any materials which may be hazardous, requires that the applicant obtain approval from Saskatchewan Environment.
