We are a modern progressive community of approximately 2000 people who enjoy a unique way of life.  White City is a quiet bedroom community which boasts open spaces, at affordable prices.  Our community offers a wide range of services to its residents, and has access to most other services within a 10 minute drive.  

For recreation, our Community Centre offers an 8,000 square foot facility used for weddings, cabarets, meetings, dance classes, exercise classes and more.

We have a newly upgraded ball park with four ball diamonds and concession stand, pathways and parks, outdoor tennis courts, outdoor skating rink, and playground structures.

We have a branch Library located in the Community Centre for your reading pleasure, as well as preschool activities and a summer reading program.

A modern school is located in our community for students from kindergarten to grade 8 and we are pleased to announce that a new school will also be built in White City soon.  Our students enjoy everything from academic studies to camping trips.  High school students are bused to the Greenall High School in the neighboring community of Balgonie.

The Town of White City has a number of bylaws and guidelines in place. The purpose of these bylaws is to ensure the quiet residential nature of our community, as well as provide safety and comfort for our residents.  For your benefit, the following information is a list of those guidelines and bylaws covering the most frequent situations that arise in our community. The following is a “short list” of active bylaws that directly affect White City residents:

Building – building construction and move-in structures.
Dogs – licensing requirements, “running at large”, number of dogs allowed.
Zoning – zoning regulations, sideyard & set-backs, permitted businesses, etc.
Traffic – speed limits, truck routes, no parking areas, allowable truck weights, and penalties.
Snowmobile & ATVs – operation within Town boundaries, restrictions, etc.
Firearms – prohibitions, pellet guns, etc.
Video Arcades – prohibits any video arcades within the Town.

Swimming Pools – fencing & operation of private pools
Tree/Fencing Heights – restrictions on corner lots, etc.
Clean Up Lanes/Buffers – identifies lanes, buffers and lists restrictions of use, etc.
Home Occupations – regulating businesses and occupations run from residence.
Fire Protection – fire protection within the Town and in the R.M.
Garbage Pickup
Household garbage is collected weekly (currently on Wednesday mornings, beginning about 7:00 a.m.), your garbage bin can be placed at the end of your driveway. Town contractor will collect only domestic refuse (no chunks of concrete, old tires, used lumber, appliances, etc.).  You must have a Loraas bin for garbage pickup, please contact the Town Office to arrange for a garbage bin, if you have moved into a new home.
Burning

The Town Council has implemented a no burning Bylaw for which we ask for your anticipated cooperation, with the following guidelines:
· Outdoor campfires are allowed.

· Burning leaves and/or industrial waste is NOT ALLOWED.
· The Town conducts a special pickup for leaves each spring and fall.  (Council encourages residents to compost & mulch leaves whenever possible for use in your garden and yard areas.)
Dogs (and Cats)

All dogs are required to be licensed by the Town.  Tags are available from the Town Office and are a one-time fee of $25.00.  These tags can be a valuable aid in recovering your pet, should it go astray.  No resident shall be permitted to keep more than three (3) dogs on, in or about their property at any time.  (“Dogs” are considered to be 3 months or more in age.)  Owners are not to let their dogs run at large or unattended. 
If your dog is picked up, it will be taken to the Humane Society in Regina and all costs and charges levied by the Humane Society are the responsibility of the dog owner.  
To cat owners:  If you have a cat for a family pet, you are not currently required to license it.  However, in view of the rising number of complaints over cats “at large”, you are cautioned to keep some measures of control over your cat.  

Taxes
The Town of White City Taxes are levied each year in June, for the current year.  Tax notices are mailed out by the end of June.

2011 Tax discounts apply as follows:

· 15% if paid by July 31st
· 13% if paid by August 31st  

· 11% if paid by September 30th
· 9% if paid by October 31st
Taxes are due October 31st.  Penalties of 1.5% per month are added on unpaid taxes, as of November 1st.

Water & Sewer Billings

The billings for water & sewer are issued quarterly.  The water meters are read from the outside readouts, by the Town Maintenance staff.  Actual readings are done each quarter now.  If the meter reader cannot access your meter, you will receive a notice in your mailbox to submit your reading to the Town Office (781-2355).
Electronic Banking/Debit Machine

The Town Office can accept payments from your bank account to pay taxes or utility bills, by using telephone or internet banking.  To set this up with your bank, you will need your owner number from the Town Office.  The Town also has a debit machine for your convenience.


The Vision of Johnston Lipsett

Johnston Lipsett owned the land where White City now stands. In 1951, after the Trans-Canada Highway took some of his original 80 acres of pasture land, he subdivided the first 28 lots, giving four of these lots to his children, Shirley, Audrey, Gordon, and William.
John Kadannek, a resident on one of the lots, chose the name White City in memory of his aunt who lived in White City, England.
From the first 28 lots, White City has continued to grow, becoming a hamlet on March 25, 1959, a Village on February 7, 1967, and a Town on November 1, 2000. 

We currently have a population of approximately 2000.
